kitchen and 3 chairs in the living room. How many chairs are there in all?

® Encourage your child to first say the addition sentence. For example, he
or she would say: Five and three make eight. Then, ask your child to write
down the addition sentence. Vary the numbers and use other objects
that you have at home. Ensure that the sum does not exceed 10.
