Course Overview:  This year in math class you will learn the basic skills that will allow you to excel in high school mathematics.   We will investigate number systems, exponents, scientific notation, equations and systems of equations, slope, graphs of linear equations, functions, Pythagorean theorem, volumes, two-way tables, scatter plots and transformations.  
Students must know and follow rules in the student handbook and classroom rules:

· Begin the warm-up assignment on your own.   Read the board for directions.  

· Follow all directions both written and spoken the first time given.
· Keep an organized notebook.  A 3-ring binder with dividers is recommended.
· Be courteous to your teacher and your classmates, for example:

          
*** When I talk or another student talks, you listen.  When you talk, I listen.

            *** Raise your hand and wait to be recognized before speaking.

· Conflict Resolution Procedure:  No arguing in class. Concerns must be discussed with me privately after class or submitted to me in writing after class.

· Work on only assignments for our class - exception - after a test  if no assignment is given.
· Be attentive and actively participate.  Correct your mistakes.  Try your best.

· Make sure you have written the assignment of the day in your binder before leaving class.  Any work not done in class becomes homework.  All work must be shown and all problems must be attempted to receive credit for any homework assignment!  
· At the end of the period, remain in your seat until you are dismissed.   
· Respect the rights and property of others.   Never touch someone else’s belongings.  Do not write on the desks.   Do not leave trash in your area when you leave - throw it away.

· Abstain from eating, drinking, and grooming in our classroom.  Any food/drink you bring to class must be thrown out.
